The Fair Housing Act

A It is unlawful to make a dwelling unavailable to
any person because of race, color, religion, sex,

familial status, national origin, or handicagz
USCE 3604(a)(f)

A It is unlawful to discriminate against any person
In a real estate related transaction (terms or
conditions) because they are a member of a
protected class42 USG 3605(a)



What Is a Disparate Impact Claim?

A A policy or practice that has or will have a
discriminatory effect [disproportionally adverse
to a protected class].

A Often neutral on its face.

A No requirement of discriminatory intent or
motive.

A Liability based upon consequence of actions.



Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs e
al. v. Inclusive Communities Project, Inc. et al.

A Initial burden on Plaintiff to prove a challenged practice
caused or will cause a discriminatory effect.

I Statistical disparity alone is insufficient to make disparate
Impact case

I Applies to pattern and practice, not a ofiene decision/action
A Shifts to Defendant to prove that the challenged practice
IS necessary to achieve substantial legitimate
nondiscriminatory interests.

Practical Implications
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segregation

I Correlates with protected class segregation

I Often impacts classes defined by race, ethnicity,
disability, and familial status



Practical Implications

A Before adopting any policy or practice, ask:

likelihood to negatively impact a protected class
compared to the general population?

necessity to achieve substantial legitimate, non
discriminatory interest?

option of a less discriminatory alternative?
